A. Classroom Expectations: 
· Arrive on time & be prepared. 
· Cell phones away, unless told otherwise
· Actively participate in class and speak Spanish 
· Follow all district expectations regarding social distancing, mask wearing and shields.   
· Work from bell to bell each day. 
· Any unfinished classwork should be finished by 7 am the next school day.  It does not matter if you are in school or remote. 
· Keep your laptop charged and updated.  Carry laptop chargers in your backpack to be used when necessary.  If there is an update available, it will be initiated by a computer shut down.

B. Remote learning expectations:
· Camera will be on for attendance purposes and during all live sessions. 
· When asked to contribute to the class, microphones must be on. 
· Follow teacher’s protocol for each lesson regarding use of the chat feature and virtual hand-raising in Teams.  
· Respond within 24 hours to all electronic communication set forth by your teacher by e-mail, by using Teams, and/or the Remind app.   
· If experiencing any technological issues, contact the technology department.  Please cc your teacher on any emails to technology. *** This is the student’s responsibility.
· If experiencing any technological issues with learning tools, email the teacher.  An alternate assignment may be given.   
 
 
C.  Supplies:  
· Classwork will be assigned electronically through OneNote/Microsoft Teams. I highly suggest printing out class notes and keeping paper copies in a folder for reference.

· Folder, pen/pencil, laptop, stylus, mask, shield, and headphones/ear buds (Bluetooth ear buds can be connected to your computer). 
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D. Attendance: 
· Daily attendance is required regardless of whether students are at home or in school.  All virtual students must check in at the beginning of class on time. 


E. Grades: 
· The school’s grading policy will be followed and is subject to change throughout the year. 


F. Class Participation: Daily participation in class is necessary and will affect your grade through “Plus Points”.  Each time you participate in class, I will award you a (+).  You can also receive a minus       (-) for unacceptable behavior, which counts against your grade. Your goal is to reach 30 plus points by the end of the quarter to receive a 100% for a participation grade.  

Ways students earn “plus points” (+):
· consistently participating in class 
· always being prepared 
· always trying to speak in Spanish
· helping other students, being a good samaritan, etc.  
· answering “Are you with me?” questions during virtual learning sessions
· Questions such as: “What did I just say?” or “Are you with me?”.  (These questions are for virtual learners to ensure they are paying attention during a lesson.) 

       Ways students lose points and receive a “Minus” (-): 
· unpreparedness 
· disruptive behavior 
· failure to follow the rules 
· not responding correctly to “Are you with me?” questions.
